Supply List: A sewing machine of your choice in good working order. The ruler foot for your machine. Bernina owners can get at Hoover’s #72….it is the newest one meant for your domestic machine….. All other machine owners please refer to the recommended foot by your manufacturer.  Also, Hoover’s has a supply of the ¼ quilting rulers available if you could please have a straight edge ruler and one other such as an arc or circular ruler that would be great.  I will have a supply along but not enough for everyone to use at the same time.  Also, you will need the RULER PANEL from Hoover’s (you can purchase on day of class).We have the newer panels by Amanda Murphy so you can choose which of the three you would like to use.  Please mark all of your tools with your name so everyone goes home with what they came with. 
 The other items you will need is thread (cotton works best), a small pair of scissors or thread clippers whatever you choose. The only other items you will need are a couple fabric /batting sandwiches. What these are scraps of muslin or cotton, plain color I use white or cream, these can be scraps of even sheet fabric. This is a learning technique class so you don’t need expensive fabric. Wait to cut your pieces to fit the ruler panel…..we will be cutting the ruler panel smaller for easier use during class.
