 SUPPLIES:  SEWING MACHINE, ¼ PIECING FOOT (MAKES PIECING EASIER THAN GUESSING)

NEUTRAL THREAD, ROTARY CUTTER W/SHARP BLADE, CUTTING MAT, RULER OF CHOICE A 6”X 24” WOULD BE GOOD, MASKING TAPE, A SHARPIE MARKER OR PEN, A GLUE STICK, A YARD CUT OF BATTING TO POSITION YOUR ROWS TO (THAT WAY YOU CAN TRANSPORT AFTER CLASS) OTHER BASIC SUPPLIES:  PINS, SCISSORS, ETC.

FABRICS: YOU WILL NEED 12-20 DIFFERENT FABRICS RANGING FROM LIGHTS TO DARKS

A 1/3 YD OF EACH OR IF YOU PREFER FAT QUARTERS ONE OF EACH (YOU WILL HAVE TO PIECE YOUR STRIPS END TO END TO MAKE THE NEEDED LENGTH).  A SUGGESTION WOULD BE TO PICK IS 4 LIGHTS,4 MEDIUMS,4 DARKS BUT YOU CHOOSE WHAT YOU LIKE.

IF YOU CHOOSE AND HAVE TIME BEFORE CLASS YOU MAY CUT YOUR 2 1/2” STRIPS FROM YOUR FABRICS.  YOU WILL NEED FOUR STRIPS OF EACH COLOR. IF YOU ARE WORKING WITH 1/3YD CUTS OR 8 STRIPS IF YOU ARE WORKING WITH FAT QUARTERS.  YOU CAN WAIT TILL CLASS AS WELL IF YOU WOULD LIKE   PLEASE BE AS ACCURATE AS YOU CAN BE CUTTING AS THIS WILL HAVE A DIRECT RESULT TO YOUR FINISHED DESIGN.
