 SUPPLIES:  SEWING MACHINE, ¼ PIECING FOOT (MAKES PIECING EASIER THAN GUESSING)

NEUTRAL THREAD, ROTARY CUTTER W/SHARP BLADE, CUTTING MAT, RULER OF CHOICE A 6”X 12” WOULD BE GOOD,) OTHER BASIC SUPPLIES:  PINS, SCISSORS, ETC. 
FABRICS ;You will need a supply of 2 ½” strips for the Lone Star. You can use an organized jelly roll as I did or have a supply of 2 ½” strips cut before class. You will need 36 strips total therefore a precut Jelly roll is perfect for this project.
Background and border fabric needed is 3 ½ yards.

This is such a fun way to put together a Lone Star design…it has easy piecing ,unique cutting and no “y” seams…it comes together so easily.  Hope to see you in class!!!!
